In 1984 Margy and her beloved husband George moved their family to Pickens County. With a passion for kids and families, Margy jumped right in to the community working with North Georgia Community Action Agency. 

In 1995, Margy founded an organization that that would improve the lives of thousands of children and their families- Prevent Child Abuse Pickens. Serving as Executive Director, Margy was never afraid of rolling up her sleeves and digging into any challenge that might be facing one of ‘her families’ in the program. One of her favorite events was Long Table On Main. This yearly gala was one of the biggest fundraisers. When businesses saw Margy coming thru their doors, they could never turn her down when she asked for a sponsorship. Many times, her friends, children, grandchildren and sister would get roped in to helping her and it taught all of us what it meant to help others.  Margy faced many ups and downs through the years including losing all funding many years ago. Staying on as the last employee, she worked without pay so that the program could keep the doors open until she found a way to fund the program. Her loyalty and determination kept the program going.

Margy retired in 2018, but she could not possibly sit at home. She loved the non-profits in the community so she began what her children called her “next career”. She loved to volunteer for Angels on Horseback, The Boys and Girls Club, CARES, Georgia Mountains Hospice, The Optimist Club, and many more. She never wanted a child to go without at Christmas, one of her favorite times of the year. She would reach out to businesses and friends for any type of help they could provide. Margy always worked from the heart and would fight the good fight no matter what it took. Her contributions in our community will outlive her forever; she has left an indelible mark on all of us.

For these reasons, her family would like to announce The Margy Lohman Memorial Scholarship which is awarded to an individual pursuing a career in Social Service. It is our hope that her beliefs and dreams benefiting children will be carried on.
